The purpose of a newsletter is to provide specialized information to a targeted audience. Newsletters can be a great way to market your product or service, and also create credibility and build your organization’s identity among peers, members, employees, or vendors.


First, determine the audience of the newsletter. This could be anyone who might benefit from the information it contains, for example, employees or people interested in purchasing a product or requesting your service.


You can compile a mailing list from business reply cards, customer information sheets, Business cards collected at trade shows, or membership lists. You might consider purchasing a mailing list from a company.


If you explore the Project Gallery, you will find many publications that match the style of your newsletter.


Next, establish how much time and money you can spend on your newsletter. These factors will help determine how frequently you publish the newsletter and its length. It’s recommended that you publish your newsletter at least quarterly so that it’s considered a consistent source of information. Your customers or employees will look forward to its arrival.











Recycling outnumbers the most stories this month, mainly because at this time of the year both the city of Rochester and Monroe County want to remind you that using your garbage service to throw your Christmas tree into a landfill is not OK.  Recycling Christmas trees put organic material back to use. Also, several communities (including the Town of Chili, the Village of Honeoye Falls, the Village of Pittsford, the Village of Scottsville, and the Village of Webster) in Monroe County got grants from the state, allocated from EPA monies.  Also, there’s a special program to recycle electronics and there’s a story about closing the recycling center at Highway Garage in Penfield with another place to recycle.

Because it’s winter, there isn’t much news about Bee Colony Collapse Disorder (CCD) except for an article in the Messenger Post.  What jumps out at me on this issue is that despite the repercussions of a major collapse in the bee population—much of our area’s agriculture is dependant on them—the burden of solving this mystery seems to be falling on the farmers and bee keepers.  But, because of our area’s economy and because CCD may be a marker for something pernicious building up in our environment, we, meaning our government, should be focusing on this issue.  CCD may be due to many causes and because of its importance there should be state and federal funding for immediate studies on solving this problem.  This story should be given a lot more attention than it presently does in the press.  The public needs to understand why this issue is important to them—not just farmers and bee keepers.  





Also, I have not heard much lately about � HYPERLINK "http://rochesterenvironment.com/vhs_news_links.htm" ��Viral Hemorrhagic Septicemia (VHS)� which is an invasive fish disease spreading through our area.  There is a story out of Wisconsin (a Great Lakes state like ours) where even the ice fishermen are feeling the repercussions of this disease.  Of course, its winter and the disease hits in the warmer weather, but its not going away any time soon.  What measures are going on now to prevent or mitigate this problem later on in 2008? 

















Lead poisoning and energy issues were on our radar this month.  First, new research says that our lead laws “get the lead out”, some of the most aggressive in the nation, are working, though some landlords disagree.  Also � HYPERLINK "http://www.leadsafeby2010.org/" ��The Coalition to Prevent Lead Poisoning� got a large donation to help reduce lead in our children. This attempt to remove lead poisoning from our area is a major long-term issue that demonstrates what a community can do to stop a major environmental health problem. But, better still would be a higher awareness of environmental issues so that things don’t get so bad before most acted.  One of the messages that we should be learning from long, expensive programs to clean up our environment, even when successful, is to practice the � HYPERLINK "http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Precautionary_principle" \o "a definition from Wikipedia.org" ��Precautionary Principle�.   





Energy also tops off our area’s news articles on our environment, with � HYPERLINK "http://www.rochesterenvironment.com/wind_power.htm" ��Wind Energy� still raging. There’s still wrangling about setting up wind towers in Hamlin.  More important though, is how the new � HYPERLINK "http://www.whitehouse.gov/news/releases/2007/12/20071219-6.html" �Energy Independence and Security Act� that just passed this month and got signed into law is going to affect the production of biofuels and renewable energy in our area.  Make no mistake, although this law did not make much local press, it is going to change your life: “Legislation that will slowly but fundamentally change the cars Americans drive, the fuel they burn, the way they light their homes and the price they pay for food was signed by President Bush Wednesday after having been adopted by the House on Tuesday by a large margin.” –from (Dec 12, 97) � HYPERLINK "http://www.nytimes.com/2007/12/19/washington/19cnd-energy.html?hp" ��Bush Signs Broad Energy Bill - New York Times�  My guess is that there’s going to be more production of biofuels and less renewable energy production for our area—not a good long-term solution for solution for curbing Global Warming, though a good economic solution for farmers. Also, by December 28th, there was a chance to change your energy and get more renewables into your energy use.  If you didn’t change who supplies your energy this year, maybe next year works for you.  





Auburn, like Rochester now, is instituting green building practices and we hope to see this trend grow.  No way can we solve Global Warming if government, industry, and the public are not wholly onboard with major changes.  Using geothermal heating and cooling, conservation, renewable energy, wind, solar (Monroe County is going to put solar panels on the County Office Building) and new building designs, we can make significant inroads on curbing Global Warming gases in our area. Next, the state has a program for reducing heating costs for some and there’s story about an ethanol plant that won’t be built in Greece.  





Finally, there’s a story about the EPA trying to lower the levels of mercury in the Northeast.  Our area like many has experienced large levels of mercury contamination in our atmosphere, which rains into our lakes and enters the food chain and the fish we catch.
