“The Watch List” is a new feature on RochesterEnvironment.com, where I try to encapsulate on one page the local environmental issues that should be on our radar and why.  To make things easier, I've created this list of looming environmental concerns and a short description of why these particular issues should be top on your list of environmental stories to watch.  Of course, you should still be watching the developments on all � HYPERLINK "http://www.rochesterenvironment.com/rochester_issues.htm" \o "Go here for all the major Rochester-area environmental issues. " �Rochester Issues�, but going over all these pages can be a bit daunting.  So, I've wanted to boil things down a bit with this new page.  


More than anything, I believe that we must priorities environmental issues in order to focus on those most pressing, requiring us to act.  Too often, the public is so overwhelmed the plethora of environmental issues harped on by environmentalists and the media that it's difficult to sort them out and get a sense of what things and in what order of importance we should address them.


Often visitors to RochesterEnvironment.com say there is too much information on this site making it difficult to grasp what they are supposed to focus on.  I find this strange because people don’t say that about online newspapers.  You can check out any of the thousands of online newspapers, digital versions of the paper versions, and few complain that there is too much going on there.  I don’t hear complaints about too many stories about political scandals, auto accidents, bar fights, fires, sports scores, businesses failing, dogs surviving great falls, etc.  


In short, there is a lot of information crammed on to most online newspapers that is of little use.  Yet, few complain about the quantity of stories because there seems to be something for everyone that either titillates, astonishes, or confirms man’s incredible ability to perform the same self-defeating acts over and over again producing the same results each day.  There seems to be an infinite capacity for newspapers to publish endless stories about movie stars or politician making fools of themselves and an infinite capacity for the public to read them. 





This is an incredible state of affairs when you stop and think of it. The information we need the most, information about the state of our environment (i.e., no healthy environment, no people), seems to be the information we crave the least.  Except for weather disasters, a major disease breakout, or a pollution event, long-term environmental degradation goes on unnoticed in our media. I am not denying that there is not a good reason for our being overwhelmed by all the news on all the media, especially in this day when the Internet rules, but we need to prioritize the news we get.  





Over the years, ten of them now, I have tried to refocus attention on what I believe should be our top priority, our environment, specifically the environment around one metropolitan area—Rochester, NY.  Hence, I have listed several worrisome issues and their possible consequences that should be on our radar.  Here’s what I’ve listed so far: The Presidential Elections, Viral Hemorrhagic Septicemia (VHS), Global Warming Locally, What to do locally in a Flu Pandemic, Bee Colony Collapse Disorder (CCD), The possible sale to developers of some of the 7, 000 acres that the city of Rochester now owns around Canadice and Hemlock lakes, Consolidation of the Major Media, Wind Power placement in our area, toxins affecting birds and fish in our lakes, Energy/coal issues, Our Transportation future, and Our local media is not fulfilling its responsibility. The purpose of a newsletter is to provide specialized information to a targeted audience. Newsletters can be a great way to market your product or service, and also create credibility and build your organization’s identity among peers, members, employees, or vendors.


First, determine the audience of the newsletter. This could be anyone who might benefit from the information it contains, for example, employees or people interested in purchasing a product or requesting your service.

Your customers or employees will look forward to its arrival.











The hottest environmental issue in this first month of the new year is energy.  As I have mentioned, energy probably will head many of our top environmental issues because the Rochester area is becoming an innovator in new energy sources and because the world at large is tackling how energy affects Global Warming.  Consequently, though there is growing controversy about placing wind farms in our area I find it a good thing that change is in the air. Decades ago we didn’t think much about how we achieved our energy needs, now cities and towns wrangle over every megawatt the price of energy to taxpayers and our environment.





Locally, opinions about placing wind farms vary: In Alabama, NY they like it (City Newspaper has a good article on that � HYPERLINK "http://www.rochestercitynewspaper.com/news/articles/ENVIRONMENT:+In+Alabama,+a+push+for+wind" ��ENVIRONMENT: In Alabama, a push for wind - News & Opinion - Rochester City Newspaper�) , and the state approved of a large wind energy project in Sheldon, in Wyoming County.  However, there are several articles about protests going on in Hamlin, where there is a great hullabaloo about wind farms.  In Newfane they just placed a moratorium on wind farms.


Towards this end, the New York State Department of Conservation (DEC) is conducting � HYPERLINK "http://www.dec.ny.gov/energy/40966.html" ��Draft Guidelines for Conducting Bird and Bat Studies at Commercial Wind Energy Projects�. Comments will be received until March 7, 2008 via mail to Brianna Gary, NYSDEC Bureau of Habitat, 625 Broadway 5th Floor, Albany, NY 12233-4756 or via email. I encourage you go to the DEC’s comment page and take a look at the draft.  I suggest that the draft overemphasizes the environmental impacts of wind mills on birds and bats, rising the bar very high for the placement of this necessary renewable energy source, while providing no comparison regulations for other energy sources with far more detrimental effects on our environment—coal, nuclear, oil, and hydroelectric.  


A large offshore wind farm project in Ontario, Canada speeds up after lifting a “� HYPERLINK "http://www.dcnonl.com/article/id26161" ��14-month moratorium on offshore development after studying the potential environmental impacts on wildlife, aquatic species and bird migration routes�.” While in the states, the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) allows nuclear power plants to continue running—with almost no public discussion about them.   In other energy news, we have a story about Fuel Cell technology helping Rochester’s economy and in Brighton there was a public meeting about reducing energy use by ten percent.  


Overall, the days when we switched on our lights and cared not how we got the energy to do that is gone.

Overall, you cannot come away from even just one month’s encapsulation of just one city’s environmental news and not see how humanity now drives Nature. 





Like it or not the anthropogenic affect of man on Nature is so profound (and continuing to grow) that as you look for man’s footprint in each story, you will understand how our relationship with our environment is forever changing the direction of evolution.  





We are warming the planet, determining what species thrive and what species fail, what chemicals interact with everything, what bodies of water rise and which one fall—in short we (as a species) are no longer just bystanders in our environment—we are at the helm.    

















The Great Lakes feature prominently in January’s environmental news. New Global Warming studies warn of great changes ahead for these lakes if the freezing-over time frame of the lakes continues to slacken.  If there’s less ice on the lakes, there’s more evaporation that disrupts our weather and lowers lake levels.  


Diversion of Great Lakes waters also comes up in several articles.  Notably, a political candidate (I won’t mention his name) suggesting that the South’s drought could be solved by diverting waters from the Great Lakes brought a great gnashing of teeth to the North.  But, while the Great Lakes states are working on international legislation to stop any diversion of Great Lakes waters, there’s continual talk of taking waters from the lakes, which could have a devastating effect on this largely self-contained ecosystem we live in.

The message is that eventually � HYPERLINK "http://www.rochesterenvironment.com/brownfields.htm" ��Brownfields� get cleaned up and someone pays the price. But, many questions arise from this story: How many brownfields of lesser note go unnoticed? Why does it take so long to successfully litigate brownfields?  What are the ramifications in health risks and environmental degradation of these brownfields?  How do we clean up more brownfields so that another industry can use them, instead of sprawling out into the countryside developing more land for a county whose population growth is going down?

More people are getting involved in our environmental plight, including politicians, local governments, students, environmental groups and hopefully—you.      





It’s also comforting to see that our NYS Attorney General is not giving up on tailpipe pollution.  New York State and fourteen other states are suing the Environment Protection Agency (EPA) to uphold the right for individual states to regulate greenhouse gases from automobiles.  Interesting is the government’s argument that if each state had its own greenhouse gas standards for automobiles it would create a “confusing patchwork” of rules.  Well, this ironic use of anti-states rights position comes from an administration that has continually decided not to regulate at the federal level many environmental air quality, pollution, endangered species, and global warming efforts because, supposedly, it did want to create a confusing patchwork of environmental rules.  





Also, many states, including New York, are working with the federal government to curb mercury emission from smokestacks.  Of course, they wouldn’t have to be doing that if renewable energy sources were the predominate form of energy because they don’t pollute.

Though it’s great that the governor and the Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) won a twelve million dollar settlement in against Occidental Chemical Corp. for polluting Lake Ontario and its tributaries, I’m not sure what the DEC is doing with that money is so hot. If you think about it, this is not a remedy for what was done to the lake. It is a cascading collapse scenario for Lake Ontario.  In other words, you have a situation where a corporation polluted a river and lake for years, allegedly killing many fish and disrupting the ecology of Lake Ontario, and your solution is to create more programs that take more fish from the lake and increase lake disturbance.  Wouldn’t it be better to clean up the pollution and conduct studies to access the long-term damage to these waters?  Our priorities should not be about taking more from Lake Ontario, but insuring its sustainability.
